MARY HARRIS JONES

(1837-1930)
labor § community organizer

An Irish-born teacher § dressmaker, Jones
organized major strikes on behalf of the Knights
of Labor §, later, the United Mine Workers. In
1902, she was called "the most dangerous
woman in America’ for her sueeess in leading
mine workers § their families against mine
owners. The next year, she organized the
"Children's Crusade” march to bring the issue of
child labor into public awareness. In 19035, she
co-founded the Industrial Workers of the
World. She continued to work for the UMW into
the 1920s § spoke on union affairs almost until

her death. "Mother Jones" magazine, first
published in 1970, is named in her honor.

NELLIE BLY

(1864-1922)
investigative journalist

When a fiery rebuttal to a misogynistie column
in the "Pittsburgh Dispatch” attracted the
editor's attention, 16-year-old Bly was offered a
full-time job. Ignoring pressure to produce
content for the so-called "'women's pages," Bly
traveled to Mexico to serve as a foreign
correspondent. Over the course of her career,
she went undercover in state-run asylums §
active war zones to expose corruption §
wrongdoing. Bly's pioneering investigative work
inspired real reform. Joseph Pulitzer's New
York newspaper, "The World," called her "the
best reporter in Ameriea and that is saying a
good deal."

ELLA FITZGERALD

(1917-1996)
jazz singer

Of'ten referred to as "the First Lady of Song,"
Fitzgerald has been eelebrated by many as the
best female jazz vocalist of all time. Though she
started out as an aspiring dancer, she soon
discovered an incomparable talent for singing,
§ her vocal career took off. Over more than 60
vears, Fitzgerald recorded 70 LPs § over 2,000
different songs, sold over 40 million records,
won 14 Grammy Awards, § was awarded the
National Medal of Arts by President Ronald
Reagan § the Presidential Medal of Freedom by
President George H. W. Bush. In addition to
these accomplishments, she collaborated with
many equally iconie artists in musie § film.

AMELIA EARHART

(1897-1937)
aviator

An early aviation pioneer, Earhart was the first
female aviator to fly solo across the Atlantie
Ocean. In addition to receiving the U.S.
Distinguished Flying Cross, she set many
records, wrote best-selling accounts of her
experiences, § was instrumental in the
formation of The Ninety-Nines, an organization
for female pilots. Her achievements won her
worldwide fame § advanced the professional
prospects of women § the field of aviation.
During a 1939 attempt to circumnavigate the
globe, Earhart's plane disappeared over the
Pacific Ocean; the unsolved mystery of this final
flight has secured her status as a cultural icon.
